AGREEMENT FOR ARBITRATION
This case has been referred to arbitration.  Christine Butts shall serve as arbitrator pursuant to an order/agreement signed by ___________________________ and ______________________ (individually “Party” and collectively “Parties”).
Accordingly, it is AGREED as follows:

1.
Christine Butts has been designated to arbitrate this case.  The Parties anticipate a one-half day arbitration to be conducted on May 19, 2020, beginning at 1:00pm and lasting until 6:00pm at 8777 West Rayford Rd., Spring, Texas 77389.  The cost of the arbitration is $1250 per Party.  In the event the arbitration is cancelled or rescheduled within three days of the scheduled arbitration date, a cancellation/rescheduling fee of $500 will be due by the parties.  
2.
The parties also agree to provide the following information along with this Agreement to the arbitrator, Christine Butts in advance of the arbitration:

· Name and title of representative(s) (clients as well as counsel) who will attend the arbitration;
· Status of Discovery (complete; substantially complete; incomplete);
· List of exhibits;
· List of witnesses;
· Disputed issues of fact and law; and
· Concise statement of relevant points (factual, legal, practical).

3.
In all respects the arbitration shall be governed by and conducted in accordance with this Agreement and the “Rules for Arbitration,” a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein.


4.
The parties acknowledge that the arbitrator shall be serving as a neutral intermediary only and will not act as an attorney or advocate for any party.


5.
Each participant is advised that within seven (7) days after the conclusion of the arbitration, the arbitrator will prepare a written opinion or award as to the issue(s) in dispute.  Such opinion or award will be legally binding and may not be appealed unless it is to correct a clerical, typographical or computational error, as set out in the Rules for Arbitration.

6.
The arbitrator has the discretion to terminate the arbitration at any time if she believes that the arbitration should not be continued for any reason.  


7.
In the event any party to this Agreement makes any effort to involve the arbitrator in litigation relating to this arbitration, or attempts to compel her testimony, or attempts to have her divulge any information or produce any documents relating to the arbitration, such party agrees to pay all fees and expenses of the arbitrator in resisting such efforts, including reasonable attorney’s fees.
